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Conference on Climate Change - the Creation of a North-South Climate Community

Meeting in Brussels on April 18, an international conference organised by the European Movement warmly endorsed the commitment at the Brussels meeting of the European Council to address the challenge of climate change by cutting greenhouse gas emissions by up to 30 per cent by 2020.

It called on the Union to implement these good intentions by reaching out to developing countries and negotiating a long-term agreement which will link the rich and poor worlds in a common effort that will address both climate change and sustainable development in an equitable way.

The pace of intergovernmental negotiations so far, moving at the speed of the slowest, has failed to match the accelerating threat of climate change. The conference therefore urged the European Union to work with other willing countries from the North and South of the world to enable them to cut or limit their greenhouse gas emissions to the fair and necessary level for avoiding catastrophic climate change. A ‘North-South Community of the Willing’ could lead the way for a wider global solution bringing in all states. 
The conference invites National Councils of the European Movement and Non-Governmental Organisations to encourage urgent action to this end by Governments and institutions of the European Union.    
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
